God continues to speak to each 
of us in ways that we can relate to. If we open our hearts and seek God, God will guide 
us. God loves each of us no matter who we are. 
  
As we say goodbye to 2021 and look forward to 2022, it is a time to pause, reflect, and 
remember, while also looking forward to the future. It is my hope and prayer that for 
the New Year we, as the church, will go forward in faith and continue to be the light of 
Christ in our community and our world.
